	Step 1: Identify & Provide Rationale for Teaching the Rule

	Hagood Eagles are Respectful in the Cafeteria 

Rationale: Demonstrating respectful expectations in the cafeteria will provide a safe and quiet environment essential to digestion and well-being.

	Step 2: Lesson Plan Objective(s):

	1) Students will learn and be able to recite the school rules for being respectful in the cafeteria with 100% accuracy.

2) Students will be able to role play appropriate behavioral expectations for each rule with 100% accuracy.

	Step 3: Identify Range of Examples

	Positive Teaching Examples
	Negative Teaching Examples

	Positive Expectations: 

· If you brought your lunch, quietly taking a seat where the teacher directs you.

· Only handling the tray you select.

· Staying in a single file line when entering cafeteria.

· Saying thank you and please to the lunchroom workers using a polite voice.

· Closing milk cartons before getting up from the chair.
· Observing 10 minutes of silence to begin eating.
	· Running into the cafeteria.
· Picking up more than one tray at a time.

· Asking your teacher if you can go back in the kitchen to get ketchup or mustard.

· Arguing with the teacher or lunchroom worker about the choice you made that day.

· Spilling your milk in the floor when you are dismissed.

· Talking to others as soon as you are seated.



	Step 4: Practice/Role Play Activities

	Have a poster with the school rules for being respectful in the cafeteria.  Discuss the rules and possible actions for each rule. 

· Practice using good manners.

· Speak politely to lunchroom workers.

· Observe 10 minutes of silence at the beginning of lunch.

· Close milk cartons.
Practice: 

· The teacher will say: “I am going to show you some ways to BE RESPECTFUL of yourself and some ways to BE disrespectful.  I want you to watch me and see if you can tell if I am BEING respectful of myself/yourself.” {Use positive and negative teaching examples above.  Students will not role play or demonstrate negative examples (only positive).  The teacher will demonstrate negative examples in teaching the differences between the behaviors.}                                                                              After each example ask the students if you were BEING RESPECTFUL of yourself.  Ask what you might do instead during the non-examples.

· Make a flip chart that has a list of the positive examples and the negative non-examples on the Promethean Board.  Students will come to the board and click and drag the positive examples in the correct place.

OR,

Make a flip chart that lists the positive and non-examples.  Students will use the pen to mark a blue YES for the appropriate behaviors (expectations) and red NO for non-examples. 

· Compare the three sets of school rules from the matrix for expected behavior in the cafeteria (if all have been introduced to students in previous lessons).  For example, students will create two double bubble maps.  On each section of one map, they will compare “Responsible in the Cafeteria” to “Respectful in the Cafeteria.”   Guide students in writing the correct expectations for both in the outside circles.  Students will decide how they are alike in the inner circles.

Follow the same procedures for comparing “Respectful in the Cafeteria” and “Safe in the Cafeteria”   for the other double bubble map.
· Compare / contrast eating and table manners at home vs school vs restaurant.

Role Play:

· In the classroom: Write the list of positive expectations on board or Pro Board.  Assign each expectation to a student group.  Have each student group create a Reader’s Theatre’ presentation to demonstrate each expectation and which rule it goes with. 

· Take students to cafeteria: Use the positive behaviors list and have students’ role play what the behavior should look like and sound like.  For example, students should role play what polite manners sound like when they say thank you and please.  Students will role play “going to lunch” and expected behavior while in the cafeteria.


	Step 5: Assess Student Progress

	Students will recite behavioral expectations specific to each rule for showing respect in the cafeteria.  Students will demonstrate behavioral expectations through role-plays and practice across daily routines.

	Step 6: Evaluation

	Follow-up evaluation of office referrals for students in your class who have demonstrated negative behavior in halls. Determine progress toward meeting incentive goals.  Students will complete grid on the matrix for cafeteria expectations.
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
