Lesson Plan for Tuesday April 28, 2009

PRIDE Theme

Objectives

SWBAT:

· Identify opportunities for student involvement at Howard High School 

· Define PBIS 

· Describe the “culture” of Howard High School.

Warm Up:

What do you think the first impression of a student new to Howard High School would be?

How does a new student learn about what Howard is all about???

Lesson:

Students as a group will discuss all of the extracurricular activities Howard High School has to offer.

Students will discuss the importance of being involved in extracurricular activities.

Students will discuss what it might be like to be new at Howard High School.  

Students as group will watch the PRIDE Video:

Students will define PRIDE as written on PRIDE Posters:

P= Punctuality

R= Respect

I=Integrity

D=Determination

E=Excellence

2.Using the PRIDE video as inspiration,  Students can either create a poster that illustrates examples of PRIDE behaviors: P=being early to class; R=requesting to speak to the teacher privately about a grade; I=Taking reasonability for your actions for which you may be assigned a detention; D=staying after school for extra help; E=Turning in a writing assignment early for teacher feedback.

OR

Develop a brochure for new students coming into Howard.  In the brochure, include a description of what extra curricular activities one could be involved in, a description of PRIDE, any other pertinent information a new student would need to know.

3. Materials needed: white paper, colored markers, pencils, and crayons.

4. Teachers may choose to have students work in groups or independently.

5. Collect all posters/brochures at end of class.—Teachers are to turn in posters to Mrs. Fairley. 

Closure 

Have students write “Exit Ticket” on their own piece of paper.
