Overview of Positive Behavior Intervention Support Project (PBIS) Dr. James Artesani, University of Maine
· PBIS and RtI

· School-wide (universal/primary interventions) team to collect and review student behavioral data, made decisions based on the data, and share data periodically with all staff members;
· Problem-solving approach that incorporates continued progress monitoring (measures of school as well as student progress);
· Common purpose and approach to student discipline across all staff and all school settings;

· Clear set of 3-5 positively-worded school-wide behavioral expectations for all students;

· Multiple specific examples of expected school-wide behaviors in all school settings;

· Procedures for teaching expected behaviors (i.e., direct instruction) to all students in all school settings;

· Continuum of procedures for encouraging (positively acknowledging) expected behavior, including a whole school system for use with all students;

· Continuum of procedures for discouraging inappropriate behavior; and 

· Procedures for on-going monitoring and evaluation of behaviors.
